Truman Signs “Land
Grant” Repeal Legislation

Legislation vrepealing railroad
“land grant” rates under which
government freight is moving at
preferential rates was signed by
President Truman last week, to be-
come effective October 1, 1946.
After that date, government sh p-
ments will pay applicable commer-
cial rates.

The legislation had been vigor-
ously urged by the Denver Cham-
ber of Commerce.

Traffic experts estimate that dur-
ing the war the special rates cost
the railroads between $20,000,000
and $30,000.000 a month. From
the railroads’ standpoint, repeal of
the land grant rates comes too late
to do the most good. Nevertheless,
the legislation is welcome.

The reduced rates were granted
the government by the railroads in
the early days of railroad building
in consideration for large gifts of
government land.

Although the special rate applied
only on land grant roads, competi-
tors of the land grant roads signed
equalization agreements to avoid
losing government business.

Retention of Army Engineers
Office in Denver Discussed

Possibilities for retention of the
U. S. Army Engineers office in Den-
ver as an executive office were dis-
cussed recently with representa-
tives of the Engineer Corps at a
luncheon sponsored by the Colo-
rado Society of Engineers, Colo-
rado Contractors Association and
Denver Chamber of Commerce.

Resolution: Recommends 3
Air Gateways to North

The Western States Council, a
federation of Chambers of Com-
merce of the eleven western states
has adopted a resolution directed
to the Civil Aeronautics Board
urging recommendation of three
air route gateways to the North
from the United States.

The gateways would be Seattle
Great Falls-Edmonton and St. Paul-
Minneapolis.

The Great Falls- Edmonton oate-
way would provide for the Sun-
shine International Air Route ex-
tending from Mexico to Alaska and
on to the Orient, which is being
vigorously urged by the Aviation
Council of the Denver Chamber of
Commerce and cities along the
route.

Demurrage Penalty Charges on
Refrigerator Cars Increased.

Drastic demurrage penalty
charges on refrigerator cars be-
came effective at 7:00 a.m. Decem-
ber 15, providing in substance that
after the 48-hour free period, the
demurrage charges shall be $11.00
per car per day for the first charge
day ; $22.00 per car per day for the
second charge day; and $44.00 per
car per day for each succeeding
day.

runs opened up by the new Ski-Lift, to Scalottas.
Early in the season with little snow, he eould show
the big work put in to make the uneven even, and
clear away bad obstacles. The average lift customer
does nol imagine the preliminary work put in on
such runs,

Of the many races, two stand out in prominence,
the Glacier Race over the Diavolezza, and the ever-
popular Parsenn Derby. The TIsola Pers descent is
probably the steepest and most spectacular bit of all
races, which explains the big crowd of picnicers near
the fantastic seracs at the bottom. It is more than
enlertaining to see how each competitor negotiates
this problem, and if he can withstand the terrific
pressure in the hollow at the bottom. There is Simon
Riami of the Fuorcla Surlej with his big megaphone
keeping order, and to cheer on the crestfallen. When
you approach the top, the spectators look like dots
below. If you are lucky, you get a silver or gold
devil as a souvenir. Some of the Pontresina youth,
dressed as red devils, open and close the race in
dashing fashion,

What a goodly tradition the Parsenn Derby has, so
happily inaugurated by the so-called «King of the
Parsenn», Mr. Fred Edlin of Brighton. The greatest
of ski «Volksfestes where spectators enjoy the descent
themselves, while watching the long race at different
stages. One can gauge the progress of ski-ing by the
way record after record is continually broken. The
Parsenn specialist, Peter Mathis, had held the record
of 14 minutes for some years, when in 1944 an ideal
combination of fine cold weather and consistently fast
snow all the way to Kiiblis, enabled no less than six
competitors to heat this time. The new record-holder,
young Edy Rominger, found out a short cut over the
Weissfluh-shoulder (since put out of bounds, and
won in the time of 13 min. 27 sec. Incredible for 114
Km. with a difference of 6,600 feet in altitude; the
highest speed man can attain over such a distance
without the aid of wheels or wings, This year Peter
Mathis had his revenge and beat Rominger by only
3/10th of a second. It is encouraging to see two
veterans, like Johnny Waller, still going strong. Peter

Gruber, the first Derby winner of 1925, did the course
in 17,3 min. and for his indefatigable Derbies was
honoured with a special carved shield of honour.
John Lemm, the former ex-world champion wrestler
and erstwhile host of the Weissfluh Hut, in spite of
his 62 winters, put up a most creditable 22 minutes.

Some of the most jolly events, and highly significant
for the future, are the gratis youth camps of 1000
boys and girls each winter, organised by the Swiss
Ski Association. The opening ceremonies, generally
by General Guisan or other notability, are most im-
pressive, and the self-sacrifice of the voluntary offi-
cials and the enthusiasm of the children is absolutely
infectious.

The culminating point of my season is the visit to
the Jungfraujoch. That long tunnel-journey through
the bowels of the Eiger is always an experience. In no
tonnel in the world can one break the dark journey
to get such views from the two galleries, first in the
«suicide» Eiger North wall, with Grindelwald nestling
far below, and the next so different, over the snow
and ice world of the lower Grindelwald Glacier, now
become such a classic ski-tour. Arriving in the under-
ground-like station at the Joch, the jovial host, Mr.
Sommer, welcomes his guests to the Berghaus, hewn
out of the rocks. It was he who declared in the worst
years of the War, that if the English bombers would
only land at the Concordia Platz, he would open
there a bar with free whisleys.

Down in Interlaken, in the last year of the War,
direct contact with the Ski Club of Great Britain was
made at a dinner in the Hotel du Lac with Arnold
Lunn, that doyen of British ski-ing, where impressions
could be compared. His early coming back to Switzer-
land was the most welcome and significant sign from
England.

The advantages of such official tours are not only
that one gets to know every mountain resort, but that
one meets year after year so many fine sportsmen
and good friends of England. It is always a great
pleasure to renew these friendships and see old faces
again. May their uppermost desire to see their host of
old friends again be soon realised.

One of the most picturesque of the various colorful victorian establishments
in Aspen is “The Red Onion”,

Built in 1892 at the height of the great silver boom by Tom Latta and
christened “The Brick” at elaborate opening night ceremonies, “The Red Onion”
has lost none of its early American old world charm.

Original business was based on the patronage of the “sporting men” of
the country who were interested in all forms of prize fighting, wrestling, cycling
and the other sports events popular during that period. The back room, now
the dining room, contained every form of gambling device as did the five private
rooms in the upstairs of the building, now used to house Red Onion employees.

Local old-timers such as Johnny Williams, Leonard Nelson, Billy Taggart,
 Panhandle Pete, Tom Kinney, Blane Bray, John Beck, Jimmy Parsons, Bill Jor-
dan, Bill Marolt and Alee Barrailler who had known Tom Latta and Tim Kelleher
had their own favorite name, other than “The Brick” and “Tim’s”, for this color-
ful saloon. Among themselves, and unknown to “Tom” and “Tim” they nicknamed
the place “The Red Onion” which in the parlance of the day meant something out
of the ordinary, unusual, odd, a “white elephant”, something the likes of which
could be found nowhere on this earth,

When the Aspen winter and summer sports development got under way
and John Litchfield returned to this area after service with the famed “10th
Division” which trained at nearby Camp Hale in Pando, Tom Latta’s Saloon was
up once again for sale, and after complete remodeling, except for the now rare
pictures, original bar, back bar and mirrors, Johnny Litchfield opened the Red
Onion on January 8th of 1947.

It is interesting to know a little about the building, and the fixtures contained
in it. The Bar-Room is almost exactly as it was in 1892 — the one exception being
the attractive old-style wallpaper. The bar has been completely cleaned, at
which time was found, under layers of “antique dirt” the matchless inlaying of
various colored woods The two figures above the original large mirror were in
the same remarkable condition as they appear now except for the left leg of the
gypsy boy which had been lost 25 years ago. The collection of now priceless tin-
types on the walls of the bar room is the result of long years of follownig the
sporting world which practice was the lifetime hobby of both Mr. Latta and Mr.
Kelleher, Most of these old-time “heroes” were the personal acquaintances of the
former proprietors. 2 i

The dining room, by way of contrast, has been designated as that part of
this famous establishment devoted to present-day sports greats — with the under-
standable accent on winter sports. On the west wall of the dining room are three
paintings — one a water color of the Red Onion exterior, the other two oils, of
the area in and around the neighboring ghost town of Asheroft — done by the local,
former Austrian artist, Florian Haemmerle. On the east wall are caricatures of our
nationally and inter-nationally known skiers, some of whom represent the U. S. in
the Olympies held at St, Moritz this year. These color chalk drawings as well as
the two cartoons at the rear of the room (look twice please) were done by local
artist, “Snuffy” 0’Neil.

Food served in this attractive restaurant is prepared in a completely new
kitechen, serviced by propane gas stoves and ultra-modern equipment. The Red
Onion’s reputation for unexcelled steaks is another thing that makes it the mosi
famous establishment on Coloradoe’s Western Slope. i

1t is-suggested that you feel free to take one of these menus as a souvenir
of your visit to Aspen and it’s Red Onion — and it is the hope of the management
that your visit with us will be a pleasant one.
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GHOST TOWN ON SKIS

For forty years the once bustling town of Aspen, Colorado, was virtually aban-
doned. Then someone fitted it with skis and now everything’s booming again

SPEN is a tiny Colorado village
tucked away in ‘one corner
of a Jush green valley ringed

by snowcapped peaks rising to alti-
tudes of more than 14,000 feet. Itisan
old mining community in the midst of
a turbulent transformation engineered
by ex-G.Ls, ex-Wacs, artists, musi-
cians, small businessmen and a
wealthy Chicago industrialist.

¢

Still present are the ghostly ves-
tiges of a dead era—blocks and blocks
of houses, weather-beaten, dilapi-
dated, many of them abandoned. Its
streets, laid out in neat, rectangular
patterns, are dusty, poorly paved and
dimly lighted, with cracked sidewalks,
and planks thrown carelessly across
gutters. |

The main street is spruced up but in

between the new, gay, freshly painted
shops there are still a number of
shabby, boarded-up store fronts.
Above the town, on the mine-
scarred slopes of the great mountains,
abandoned skeletons of rusty mining
equipment project blackened, mis-
shapen silhouettes against the snow.
But straddling these relics of the past,
painted an orange as bright as the

buoyant hopes of Aspen’s new set-
tlers, is the world’s longest ski chair
lift, rising almost right out of one end
of the main street and traveling 14,000
feet into the upper Rockies.

Moribund Aspen has awakened to
an atmosphere of boom, hustle and
bustle. The Hotel Jerome, once one
of the most famous hostelries of the
Old West, has been restored to its for-
mer plushy splendor, and a barber-
shop and cocktail lounge have been
added. Ovwer Clark’s garage. new-
Aspen citizen Richard Dyer-Bennett,
young ballad singer of concert and
night-club fame, is teaching his new
school of minstrelsy. His dark-haired
wife, Mel, a former professional
dancer, is completing arrangements
for her new dance studio which, com-
bined with the music classes, the Dyer-
Bennetts expect to see develop into
“one of the largest music-dance stu-
dios in the world.” :

Near by, in a one-story white




frame building is old-Aspen citizen
Mike Magnifico’s sports shop. A
cobbler before the war, Mike now
sells ski togs in the winter and hunt-
ing and fishing equipment in the sum-
mer.

Then there is Joan Trumbull’s and
Maud Banks® country store. Both
girls are ex-Wacs, who stopped off
at Aspen “just for a few days’ skiing.”
They stayed on and last summer
opened an old store. They have in-
stalled a cracker barrel and a pot-
bellied stove and sell everything from
blue jeans and canned beans to frilly
shirtwaists. :

Typical of the ex-G.Is who have
made Aspen their new home are
Andy Ransom and dark loquacious
Len Woods, both of whom were in-
structors in the Aspen ski school last
season. Now they are building The
Golden Leaf, a restaurant and skiers’
club modeled after the old Swiss
mountainside taverns.

Mountain Meadow Homesites

Up on Red Mountain, overlooking
the valley, is soft-spoken young ar-
chitect Fritz Benedict. After his dis-
charge from the Army, Benedict
bought 600 acres of meadowland
halfway up the mountainside. - A
former student of Frank Lloyd Wright,
he is breaking it into one- and two-
acre lots and designing homes built
of logs, stone and glass with long win-
dows and expansive terraces.

. The center of the town’s social life
is the Hotel Jerome. But it is in the
Red Onion, a small bar owned by ex-
ski trooper John Litchfield, that the
contrast between Aspen’s past and
future is most apparent.

Here on winter evenings the booted,
wind-burned skiers predominate. Be-
hind the swinging doors in the back
room and in the overheated, faintly
steamy atmosphere up front, they
crowd around scarred dark tables
laden with steak platters and huge
steins of beer, their cigarette smoke
beclouding the already dim light from
the old Victorian chandeliers. Feet
planted firmly on the bar rail, they

scan the faded photographs of prize
fighters in long tights that adorn one
wall and study the bunches of dried
red onions flanking the mirror. Their
talk, the mysterious jargon of the
Schuss, Telemark and stem Christie,
waxes fast and furious.

Off to one side, half hidden in the
shadows, is a table of old miners in
blue jeans and faded Mackinaws.
They talk of silver, lead and zinc and
fabulously rich mines with pictur-
esque, names, and they pause occa-
sionally to toss a scornful glance at
the boisterous group at the bar. For
some of these old-timers can still re-
member the heyday of this town on
the Roaring Fork, some fifty or SIXty
years ago.

In 1880, Aspen was a favorite
hunting ground for the Ute Indians.
Fortune hunters who poured into
Colorado in the great “Pikes Peak or
Bust” gold rush of 1859 had spent
themselves against the eastern slopes
of the continental divide. Adventure-
some spirits who tried to push farther
were soon discouraged by a sea of
mountain peaks and by the Utes. But
by 1879, little groups of prospectors
trickled up through the passes into
the unexplored valleys and ranges be-
yond, and although the Utes went on
the warpath, they were unable to stem
the tide. ;

One group established itself on the
banks of the Roaring Fork River and
held on through the winter of *79.
With the first spring thaw their faith
was rewarded. Within sight of the
settlement, it was discovered, were
some of the richest deposits of silver
in the United States. News of the
strikes spread like wildfire and the
rush was on. Up over the divide came
a horde of fortune seekers and with
them the strange assortment of hu-
manity that made the mining camps
famous.

Overnight, Aspen became one of
the great bonanza camps of the West.
Blocks of stores, saloons, hotels and
theaters mushroomed like magic.
Miners, prospectors, gamblers, bank-
ers and merchants jostled one another
on the narrow board sidewalks and

overflowed into the rutted streets. }

J. B. Wheeler opened his Wheeler
Opera House and imported dramatic
companies that played nowhere else
west of the Mississippi. Lillian Rus-
sell, E. H. Sothern and Julia Mar-
lowe appeared before cheering
throngs. “Gentleman Jim” Corbett
stopped off for an exhibition of fancy
boxing. [

By 1891, the onetime Ute camp-
site had a population of 15,000 and
was calling itself the second largest
city in western Colorado. It boasted
a courthouse, armory, hotels, churches
and three daily newspapers, a roaring
half mile of saloons, gambling pal-
aces and sporting houses. Silver
poured from the Smuggler, Bonny-
bell and Little Annie mine shafts at
the rate of more than a million dol-
lars a month.

But Aspen’s foundation was free
silver and soon that foundation was
shaking. In iJanuary, 1893, a bill was
introduced in Congress to repeal the
Sherman Silver Purchase ‘Act. Smelt-
ers and refiners cut their purchases of
silver. In June the mints of India were
closed to free silver, and the Panic of
1893 was on. The Smuggler; Aspen
and Durant mines closed down. The
largest drygoods store in Aspen failed.
The price of silver spiraled down-
ward.

On November 4th, Congress re-
pealed the 'Sherman Act, and the
West’s epic| of silver—its colossally
rich mines and their boom camps—

. was at an end. As swiftly as it had

mushroomed, Aspen declined. Pros-
pectors drifted away, stores nailed
shut their doors. By the turn of the
century, Aspen was a village of silent,
weed-infested streets and deserted
dwellings inhabited only by a hand-
ful of die-hard prospectors. Aspen
stayed that way almost cut off from
the world, for forty years.

Then in 1934, André Roche, the
Swiss ski expert, spent two weeks ski-
ing in the mountains above the town.
Rochemarked a trail down the moun-
tain and after his departure, cobbler
Mike Magnifico cut out the trail and
built the first ski tow of discarded
mining equipment from the Midnight
Mine. In 1942, the War Department
sent its newly activated 10th Moun-
tain Division to train in Colorado.
Ski troopers, the division’s key unit,
were stationed at Camp Hale, near

Leadyville, and it wasn’t long before
they discovered Aspen.

Early in 1943, slight, dark Fried]
Pfeifer, then a sergeant in the ski
troops, got his first glimpse of the
valley of the Roaring Fork. Pfeifer,
who was born in the Austrian Tirol.
and has spent most of his life since
on skis, caught his breath. “I sud-
denly realized,” he said later, “that
here was the nearest thing to Switzer-
land in America.”

Ideal Winter Sport Country

When he got back to Hale, Pfeifer
talked up Aspen’s skiing possibilities
with a group of fellow ski fanatics.
Theysaw it for what it might be worth
—mno longer a silver mine but a snow
mine. Its altitude, 7,900 feet at valley
level, assured it of steady and depend-
able snowfalls from November un-
til April, and there were seven peaks
of more than 14,000 feet rising prac-
tically out of Aspen’s main street. Be-
cause of the high, dry air, the climate
was crisply exhilarating rather than
uncomfortably cold and the snow
was always a top grade of powder,
ideal for skiing.

The G.I skiers met with the town
council and laid before them plans
for a postwar ski development, and it
was agreed that as many as possible
of the group would return to Aspen
as soon as the war ended. Some of
the soldiers purchased property, and
the town councilors set to work to
unravel old titles and mining claims
to clear the way for a new ski lift up
the mountains.

Then the 10th went overseas to
fight brilliantly in the final days of the
Italian campaign. The cost was high.
Among the names on casualty .lists
were Torger Tokle, the greatest ski
jumper this country has ever devel-
oped, and Ralph Bromaghin, who
had been one of those planning to re-
turn to Aspen. Fried]l Pfeifer came
back to a base hospital, barely sur-
vivirfg a terrible wound from mortar
fragments.

But the luck of the Roaring Fork
continued. Into the picture came
wealthy Chicago industrialist Walter
Paepcke.

On Decoration Day, 1945, he ar-
rived in Aspen for a holiday visit with
his wife, who had become interested

in the scores of old mining communities
which dot the state.

Paepcke was fascinated with Aspen
and bought a house and property there
that same week end. “I had never seen
such a perfectly beautiful, naturally
scenic setting for a community,” he re-
members.

“Hasn’t anyone ever thought of re-
viving Aspen?” he asked the natives.
Paepcke was told about Friedl Pfeifer
and his ski troopers. Where was Pfeifer
now, he inquired. They thought he was
in an Army hospital somewhere in U.S.
Paepcke made up his mind to find him.
But in the meantime, he returned to Chi-
cago and turned loose a crew of experts
to tour the Western resort areas and
make a comparison report on Aspen’s
development possibilities.

Also for Anglers and Trail Riders

Their report confirmed everything the
ski troopers had told the Aspen town
council. In addition, Paepcke learned
that the near-by forests were full of tum-
bling trout streams (1,000 within a
twenty-mile radius), which already had
attracted anglers from as far away as
Texas, and that the mountain trails were
a growing favorite with pack trail riders
and hunters.

Paepcke shrewdly realized that skiing
would play an important part in the de-
velopment of Aspen. But his major in-
terest was not merely the founding of a
new ski resort. He was determined to
establish a healthy, balanced community.

“What America needs,” he says earn-
estly, “is more towns that offer a person
three things: a livelihood, a healthy, out-
door life, and a good dose of culture for
himself and his children. In other words,
a balanced community. When I saw
Aspen, I wasn’t just thinking of starting
a place that would attract tourists. Here

was a town, an old established place,
that had had bad luck because its for-
tunes were all tied up in one thing—sil-
ver. Yet it still possessed all the attri-
butes of a wonderful place to live.

“It seemed to me we might be able to
start a new life on the old foundations
without having to worry about the value
of a metal. With skiing as a permanent
industry we could build a new commu-
nity and broaden it to include its own
schools, theaters and places of graduate
study.”

Meanwhile Paepcke was hot on the
trail of Friedl Pfeifer. He finally found
him in an Army hospital in California.
The two men discovered that their ideas
about Aspen coincided. As a result two
corporations were formed: the Aspen
Company with Paepcke as president,
and the Aspen Ski Corporation with
Pfeifer as vice-president and general
manager. Pfeifer spent his last days in
the service rounding up the 10th’s Aspen
enthusiasts, and early dischargees started
moving their families to Colorado in the
fall of 1945.

Paepcke ran like a star halfback
through a battered field of his own
friends and fellow industrialists. By let-
ter and long-distance telephone, and
across dinner tables in clubs and
restaurants, he plugged his plan for a
revived Aspen. Altogether, he raised
as much of a million-dollar investment
as he cared to. The rest he invested
himself.

Throughout the winter, Pfeifer and
his assistants explored the surrounding
territory, cutting new trails and open
slopes and enlarging the old ones. Min-
ers and ski troopers worked side by side
in the town and up on the mountains.
A bulldozer reamed out old ‘mining
roads to form a network of connecting
trails and runs. Early that spring came
the climax of the effort. Up Aspen

1. First remove all running and
base wax from bottom of Ski. To
remove use scraper, sandpaper and
steel wool or apply heat with the
means of a blow torch.

9. Use small Phillips screwdriv-
er to tighten all screws holding
steel edges. Precaution: Do not
tighten screws too much, they
might break in the wood. If the
outside edge is burred or torn, use
a fine file in smoothing out the
edge. Always try to maintain sharp
edges,

3. Apply first coat of lacquer
and allow to dry. Before applying
second coat, sandpaper or steel
wool first coat. Apply second and
third coats in the same manner.
Three coats of lacquer leaves a
splendid running surface. A very
important 'factor in preserving the
life of the base of your ski is to
always apply a running wax on top
of the base wax.

4. If you are the type of skier
who prefers a base of pine tar or
klister, the following is the best
procedure. Apply a thin coat of
pine tar or klister to bottom of ski.

Here is an estimate of the var-
ious men’s and women’s courses
compiled by Dick Durrance, head
man in the Aspen Skiing Corpor-
ation.

Downhill

The Men’s downhill will be ap-
proximately 2.3 miles in length
controlled by eight gates over a
2800 foot drop. The Women’s
will measure about one and one-
third miles in length over a 2000
foot drop, and will have 12 con-
trol gates.

Giant Slalom

The Men’s giant slalom run will
drop 1800 feet in one and one-
half miles, and there will prob-
ably be about 35 control gates,
while the Women’s course will
measure one and one-quarter
miles in length, will drop about
1200 vertical feet through about
35 gates.

New Ski Area Developed

In all probability, the schedul-
ed meet will be held at the newly
developed government ski area
in middle Asia where chairlifts
are being built that will carry
competitors up the sides of 7
mountains of 22,000 ft. each. The
mammouth Russian ski resort
will become one of three where
ski enthusiasts may go to obtain
free instruetion, while the equip-
ment and lodging is also provid-
ed by the government.

Skier Pass Gov’i Tests

Under the present nationalized
sports system provided for at the
expense of the government, the
competitiors are classified upon
merit scale of ability after they
have fulfilled the basic require-
ments to become a recognized
athlete of the Soviet Union. Each
skier must first prove his worth
as an all-around athlete in swim-
ming, track and field and several
gymnastic maneuvers as well as
skiing before earning the Sports
Badge which entitles him to take
part in the ski competitions.
These tests must be re-taken
every two years with the stand-
ards being slowly lowered each
time in order to compensate for
increase in age.

Top Skiers Teach For Free

The Russian skiers who have
won their Sport Badges are then
classified into 4 groups with the
fourth group being the best of
the skiers as Ski Masters of the
Soviet Union after having placed
fifth or better in their National
Championships. The elite skiers
of the top class are named as
Sports Master of Special Merit
and are under obligation to serve
as ski instructors for the govern-
ment without pay in order to
help teach the beginning and in-
termediate skiers.

The National Ski Association of America, host for the first
time to the FIS Championships, is using the special Longine fully-
automatic timing system at the Aspen races.

This is the first time that this type of equipment has been used
at a ski meet in the United States. Last year, it was employed for
timing the Arlberg-Eandabar at St. Anfon, Ausiria, the French
championships at Chamenix, the Norwegian title races at Lilleham-
mer and Oslo, the milifary games at Briancon, the Parsenn Derby
in Switzerland, at Grindenwald
for the Swiss championships, and
the FIS meet at Engleberg in
Switzerland. It will also be used
at the 1952 Olympic Games at
Oslo.

First Timing Watch In 1870
The Longine automatic timing
equipment represents a long pe-

This
sends an impulse simultaneously
by short wave raido and tele-
phone to the timing shack where
the watch is started. At the fin-
ish, the racer breaks a light beam
connected fo a photo-electric
cell which stops the same watch,
thus giving the time automati-
cally.

Manual Timers Also Used

Associated with the battery of
timing watches is a selector
which sends impulses to one
watch after another as different
contestants make the start. Sup-
plementing the electrical equip-
ment are manual timers covering
all of the events in case of a
failure.

The Longine Olympic Timers
being used register times to a
tenth of a second. Each has been
tested at 40 points by the Neu-
chatel Government Observatory
and is accompanied by an in-
dividual bulletin.

Constant Temperature Held

Prior to the events, the entire
set of watches was completely
overhauled and synchronized.
They are maintained at a rela-
tively constant temperature by
electric heaters which are asso-
ciated with the panels holding
the watches. As an added pre-
caution, they are lubricated with
a special low-temperature oil.

seconds, while Toni Matt and
Leon Goodman fell. On the other
hand, most of the foreign racers
let themselves come into the
sharp drop with open speed, and
led their skis all the way with
their bodies as they pulled out
and away from the hill with the
ease of a jumper coming out of
his sitz.

Franz Gabl of Austria and his
running mate, Hans Nogler,
brought the biggest rounds of ap-
plause from the spectators lining
the course when they made flaw-
less recoveries after jumping the
road. Both the Austrian racers
fell on the back of their skis af-
ter 40 foot leaps, but managed to
fight their way to their feet
from a toboganning position
while driving through the next
pair of control gates.

French Thrill Crowd

But it was the Frenchmen who
really gave the onlookers
thrills as they dropped down
through the long bumpy gully
with such great speed that most
of the time they were fighting
from one ski to another to stand
up. Oreiller, Lacroix and Baud
through the
swing gates, but by pulling them-
selves forward with a combina-
tion of brute strength and a su-
perb sense of balance they man-
aged to regain both their feet
as they hurtled down the course.

Both Stein Eriksen of Nor-
way, a heavy premeet favorite,
and Ernie McCullough of Can-
ada, a fearless runner who shot
the steilhung with hardly a check,
both spoiled their runs by knock-
ing themselves off balance when
cutting too close to a set of flags
which turned them off a sharp
bump.

Dagmar Rom Wins Slalom For 2nd

FIS Victory; U.S.

Andrea Mead 6th

Proving to the skeptics that it takes more than Iuck to win
a ski race, Ausiria’s lovely blonde college girl entry in the World’s
FIS Championships, Dagmar Rom, won her second world title in as
many races, as she combined two brilliant slalom runs to turn in the
best time in the women’s slalom event.

Making the fastest single irip of the day down the tight 33
gate course for a iime of fifty-three and two-tenths seconds on her
first run, present European Women’s Intercollegiate Champion Miss

Rom, steadied her second race
over the flag studded quarter
mile course to lead her nearest
rival and running mate, Erika
Mahringer, by only a tenth of a
second.

Mead of U. S. Finishes 6th

Italy’s heavy favorite, Celina
Seghi, finished in third place,
while the first American girl to
score was 17 yr. old Andrea
Mead of Rutland, Vt., who placed
6th.

Austrians Again Dominate

As in the Giant Slalom event
two days earlier, the Austrian
women again demonstrated their
skiing prowess as they dominat-
ed the slalom field by placing
five of their racers in the first
ten of the field of twenty-nine.
France scored with Lucienne
Schmidt-Couttet placing 5th, and
Georgette Thioliere Miller fin-
ishing in 8th position. The
American team also placed two
of their entries in the first ten
as Andy Mead’s 6th was supple-
mentfed with a 10th spot win by
Katy Rodolph who earlier led the
U. S. girls with an 8th in the
previous Giant Slalom event.

5 Racers Disqualified

Although no penalties were re-
ceived by the 23 finishing racers,
disqualifications were handed
down by the officials to five
girl racers who mised running
one of the gates entirely in their
haste to reach the finish: Berit

Dagmar Rom, two - time
champion fo date in the 1959
FIS Alpine Events, is not only
a top-notch skier, but is also
a whiz at tennis, daneing, and
knitting. Only twenty-one
years of age, next to the
youngest member of the Aus-
tria Women’s team, Dagmar is
a student of philesophy at the
Kaiser Leopold Franzen uni-
versity in Innsbruck. The two
new titles top off a long list
of various victories for the
blonde Austrian girl, includ-
ing the Austrian Women’s
Downhill erown.

Hairpin
and elbow gate combinations
were plentifully mixed with open
and closed gates, but the usual
flush was missing. The icy con-
dition of the base on the course
soon became hard .and rough
with chatter marks.

Falls Mar U. S. Times

America’s Andrea Mead who
finished 6th, won her place in
her second trip when she really
poured it on to turn in one of
the best runs of the day. Al-
though winning 10th in the field
of 28 entrants, Katy Rodolph of
the U. S. fell on her second run
halfway down the course, but
upon regaining her feet, raced
with outstanding speed through
the remaining dozen gates to the

Colo Wins Downhill For Second
FIS Title; U. 8. Griffith Cops 18th

Rough Course Throws Many Top-Rated Competitors

With $1,000 on his head, Zeno Colo of Italy again proved to
the ski world that he was top man in the FIS Championships as he
barrelled down the rugged, spectator-lined, Spar Gulch course to
win the World Downbhill title in slightly over -two and one-half min-

utes.

In a spectacular race, marked by terrific spills on the part of
some of the best racers, the 29 year-old farmer from Abetone, Ifaly,
skied the two and three-tenths miles in a steady run that put him

across the finish line a good sec-
ond ahead of the heavily-touted
James Couttet of France. Both
men took the Dam at mid-way in
tremendous leaps, Colo landing
on one foot, and then making a
remarkable recovery at an ap-
proximate speed of 50 miles per
hour.
4 Nations Share Top Places

Close behind these two cham-
pions was Austria’s Egon Schopf,
a knicker-wearing speedster who
fought the icy trail all the way to
the finish line, taking the suc-
cessive bumps for leaps of amaz-
ing distances.

Fourth place went to Bernard
Perren of Switzerland who check-
ed several times but really open-
ed up to top speed on the schuss-
es, while another Austrian, Christ-
ian Pravda, took a high and fast
line through the control gates for
fifth spot honors.

4 Austrians In First 10

Jean Pazzi, a stocky pre-race
favorite from France, skied the
bump run in a steady trip that
gave him an easy sixth, followed
by Austria’s Edi Mall who turn-
ed in a controlled run for seventh
place. Pre-jumping the bigger
bumps, and hitting the steilhang
lip in a graceful leap, Hans Nog-
ler of Austria took eighth while
ninth went to Ralph Olinger from
Switzerland, A smooth, easy-
looking trip down the Spar Gulch
course earned a tenth for another
Swiss favorite, Edy Rominger.

Although winning no medals
during the World Champion-
ship Ski Meet, American FIS
competitor Steve Xnowlfon
was the proudest racer in Asp-
en Saturday morning when his
wife Rene gave birth to a son.

After a long night of wait-
ing, Sieve, who raced for the
U. S. in the Giant Slalom and
Slalom events, scratched from
the downhill race in order to
be on hand when his first
child was born at 9:10 a. m.
The- baby skier weighed &
pounds and three - fourths
ounces.

Only 2 U. S. Racers Stand Up

American hopes for any sort
of victory were quickly erased
when Jack Reddish, Toni Matt,
Leon Goodman, Dean Perkins and
Dave Lawrence all tumbled at
various 'parts of the trail. The
highest placing American boy was
Jimmy Griffith who skied a con-
sist.'i_nt race to cop eighteenth
place, while George Macomber
tied for twenty-first with Aus-
tria’s Englebert Haider. Dean
Perkins fell near the finish but
lost little time in regaining ‘' his
footing to score twenty-fifth,
Matt, with two spills on the fast
down-mountain run, was able to
do no better than a forty-first in
the 60-man field, while Dave
Lawrence finished in thirty-sixth
place. Leon Goodman of Sun
Valley also fell and did not fin-
ish.

Lines Vary Greatly

An outstanding feature of the
United States team that was very
noticeable, was the close line
that they picked above the Dam,
while the foreign competitors all
dropped lower and took the
bumps before the Dam with long-
er jumps. However, only the
Austrians and several of the
Swiss held a high line upon en-
tering the Ravine at the bottom
thus avoiding the trouble-making
road-jump before swinging info
the glazed finish schuss.

Thrills were rampant through-
out the hour-long test of endur-
ance and ability, as racer after
racer went careening - off the
hard-packed course, and others
took spectacular spills on the
many jumps.

Top Racers Spill

Ernie MeCullough of Canada,
out to win, powered the upper
part until he reached the Dam
where to took a nasty tumble
that put him out of the race with
a badly sprained ankle. Francois
Baud, one of the highly-rated
French contingent, let out an ear-
piercing whistle as he took off
from the dam at a high rate of
speed, and then spilled at the

quick recovery and was off down
the gulch again to take fifteenth.

Norway’s pride and joy, Stein
Eriksen, the Secandinavian who
broutht a $750 bid in the Cal-
cutta Pool, fell twice, once near
the start and again after a 70
foot jump off the steilhang close
to the bottom. Henri Oreiller
of France, again plagued by bad
luck, spilled shortly after the
start and did not finish.

Reddish Falls At Start

America’s top hope, Jack Red-
dish, got off to a flying, Poling,
race, but dropped off into deep
snow only three hundred yards
later and took a head-over-heel
“egg-beater” that finished him
for the race. Although Reddish
sprained his back he was all for
finishing the event, but was fin-
ally persuaded not to by several
ski patrolmen.

Another racer who spilled and
did not finish was Carlo Gartner
of Italy, and a broken ski spoiled
any hopes of victory for Swed-
en’s Sixten Isberg. Gordie Mor-
rison of Canada, Claude Penz
of France, and Carlo Gartner of
Italy were all disqualified after
missing a gate.

A late check with Dr. Robert
Lewis at the hospital proved that
no one was seriously hurt during
the race, the worst injuries being
sprains.

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T the summit of a lofty mountain
pass in the Italian Alps sixty
miles west of Turin is one of the high-
est, most modern ski resorts in Eu-
rope. No matter how many times they
have been there before, skiers and
tourists gasp with pleasure when they
leave the valley, surmount the last
rise, and break out into this new
world of sunshine and snow.

Unlike most ski resorts, Sestrieres
did not evolve from an ancient town
and grow mto a resort bit by bit. The
pass 1s an old one, it is true, still bear-
ing traces of the original Roman road
that crossed it centuries ago. The
present road was laid out by Napoleon
for the use of his armies, and to con-
nect the Dauphiné region of France
with Northern Ttaly. Until 1932,
however, there was nothing at the
summit of the pass except one small
refuge and vast unbroken fields of
Snow.

But if this ski terrain was deserted,
its splendors were not unknown. In
Turin the skier son of Signor Agnelli
spoke of Sestrieres often — so often
that in the keen brain of his father
the .idea of a skier’s Sestrieres was
born.

Work started on this huge project
late in the spring of 1932. First to be
built were two tall concrete cylinders
which became hotels. These have
since been christened the “Twin

Inside these towers, each over fif-
teen stories high, are ramps that wind
upward past the rooms, every one on
a slightly different level. (To offset
any questions, there are elevators
also!)

The rooms, like those of an ocean
liner, are compact, but the magnifi-
cent view from the windows gives
them a pleasantly airy effect.

A hundred yards from these two a
third hotel was built. More conven-
tional in design, this is as modern as
the others, but is planned to be even
more luxurious.

These three hotels have beds for
about 350 people. The rest of the 750
people that Sestrieres can accommo-
date — a very small number in ecom-

parison with other European resorts
— is handled by the original refuge,
now greatly enlarged, and by the
chalets and pensions near-by.

Sestrieres is complete in itself, with
a compact unit of stores. and a
church, all of which were designed
with the skier in mind.

From one of the hotels go two
aerial tramways, one up Mt. Ban-
chetta, and the other up the Mt. Sise.

Mt. Sise rises steeply from the sum-
mit of the pass on the south side, and
is almost completely bare of trees. It
offers the skier over two thousand
vertical feet of fast, steep open slope
skiing at its very best.

The upper slopes of Mt. Banchetta

are also open, but they are more

Modern U. S. skiing was given its
greatest impetus by the 1932 Winter
Olympics held at Lake Placid and
again, 18 years later, the top-flight
skiers of the world, in even greater
numbers, are in training at Lake
Placid and Aspen, Colorado for what
is certain to be the biggest ski pro-
gram ever staged on the North Ameri-
can continent.

Nearly two hundred of the world’s
top competitors in downhill, slalom,
jumping and cross-country have con-
verged on the two resorts to reach
peak form for the FIS (Federation In-
ternationale de Ski) World Cham-
pionships. This is the first time the
events have been held since the war
and also the first time the United
States has played host to the Games.

The flags of the thirty-two member
nations of the FIS will be unfurled
January 29 to open the champion-
ships at Lake Placid. For six days
through February 6 spectators will
see the greatest array of ski jumping
stars ever assembled in this country,

Americans will compete with the

as well as a determined battle between
Norway, Sweden and Finland to gain
world honors in cross-country. Other
nations will also be represented in the
18 and 50 kilometer (11.18 and 31.06
miles, respectively) as well as the
four-man relay of 10 kilometers each,
but there is little likelihood of any of
the Middle European or American
langlaufers finishing in top places in
these events.

Norwegians Favored In Jump

- In the jumping events, Norway’s
team, to be selected from the squad
consisting of Olympic and U. S.
Champion Petter Hugsted, Asbjorn
Ruud, George Thrane, Vidar Han-
sen, Thorbjorn Falkanger and Arfinn
Bergmann, is odds-on favorite to re-
tain world honors on the high seaffold,

land, who finished fourth in the spe-
cial jump of the 1948 Olympics, will
also be a strong contender, along with
Fritz Schannen of Switzerland, holder
of the world record for the longest
jump — 120 meters.

The scene will move to Colorado’s
rejuvenated ghost town of Aspen for
the downhill and slalom events for
both men and women February 13-
19. Last winter’s visiting French team
gave many Americans their first op-
portunity to view the skills of leading
European racers and the FIS Games
will not only bring France’s top stars
to this country, but also the equally
strong squads of Austria, Italy and
Switzerland, and many others.

Most European forecasters don’t
give U. 8. skiers much of a chance of
breaking into the top ten in the men’s
events. However, fortified by last
year’s competition against the French
team, and with the psychological ad-
vantage of racing on terrain and snow
well-known to them, Toni Matt,
George Macomber, Dave Lawrence or
one of the other American team mem-
bers may well upset the visitors.

Girls Face Stiff Competition

In the women’s events France's
Lucienne Couttet-Schmith is a stand-
out favorite, although Italy’s fiery
Celina Seghi, Austria’s Erika Mah-
ringer who finished nearly three sec-
onds ahead of Gretchen Fraser in the
Olympic combined slalom or Anneliese
Schuh-Proxauf, also of Austria, might
emerge the winner. The T. 8. girls
team is studded with experienced
racers like Andy Mead, Rhona Gillis,
Dodie Post and Paula Kann who
might upset the field.

Aspen has been a beehive of ac-
tivity for many months preparing for
these world events. It will be many
years before such an array of ski tal-
ent will be assembled in the United
States again and anyone looking for
the greatest ski thrill of a lifetime
should try to make their reservations
for Lake Placid and Aspen today.
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World’s Best ar Lake Placid and Aspen

The chances for a U. S. victory in
one of the FIS World Championships
1s open to plenty of speculation, but it
is certain that whatever the outcome,
America will field the strongest teams
in all events ever to represent the
States in an international ski com-
petition.

In a sense U. 8. skiers first became a
factor to be considered in world com-
petition with the 1948 Olympics and
attendant European events when the
names of Gretchen Fraser, Andrea
Mead, Jack Reddish and Gordy
Wren awakened Europe to the fact
that skiing had come of age in this
country.

Veterans Not Awed

The U. 8. squads for the coming
Games include many seasoned cam-
paigners to whom the “first nighter”
jitters of big-time competition are a
thing of the past. Temperament and
morale are big factors in competition
and with plenty of veteran skiers to

lead a very promising group of young-

sters of proven skill, the outlook is the
brightest ever.

Zeno Colo of Italy and Henri
Oreiller of France are certainly two
of the strongest downhillers in the

world, yet every American on the

team will go into the races with a
knowledge that both have been
beaten by Americans. Likewise in
jumping Gordy Wren knows that he
has beaten Asbjorn Ruud, one of Nor-
- way’s greatest, and that the Norskis
have no better chance than our own
jumpers. In this event Art Devlin, a
native of Lake Placid, knows the
Olympic hill where the jumping
events will be staged so well that he
could probably take it in his sleep.

TWO OF A KIND...

MecLean of U. S.—Couttet of France

Ski folks out Colorado way con-
sider Barney MeLean their leading ski
citizen. To them he’s not only about
the best skier anywhere, but also the
grandest guy in the whole sports
world. They take every honor and
every title that comes his way as a
personal tribute.

One of the many reasons for his
- great popularity is that, like Will
Rogers, he “‘never met a man he
didn’t like.”

He’s loyal to his sport, and it would
be impossible to measure the help he
has given to American skiing. It
would likewise be impossible to meas-
ure the respect he has gained us in the
eyes of skiers from other countries
when he captained the U. 5. Olympic
team in 1948, and when he went to
Argentina with Jack Reddish last
year to represent the U. S. in the Ar-
gentine championships.

He was born in Lander, Wyoming,
in 1917, and began his skiing career at
the age of five in Hot Sulphur Springs,
Colo. The Springs kids in those days
learned how to jump, but learned
nothing of snowplows or christies. So
his first title was won on a jumping
hill when he took first place in the
1930 T. S. Western Boys Jumping
Championships. i

Barney wore his first pair of down-
hill skis in 1937. That same year he
won the Berthoud Giant Slalom, and
from then on successes flowed.

There follows a list of titles that
would make your head swim! He
reached the very peak of his career in
1942 when he won almost every title
mm U. 8. skiing: the Harriman Cup
Downhill and Combined, the Na-
tional Amateur Downhill, Slalom
and Combined and many others. As
a climax to this memorable year he
set the record on the Diamond Sun
Course at Sun Valley. This record
has never been broken.

It was also in 1942 that Barney en-
listed in the Army Air Force. He at-
tained the rank of corporal as an
Arectie Search and Rescue instructor.
He was stationed in Edmonton,
Canada, when the Alta Cup was held
in 1945, and a special plane flew him
and Dick Movitz to the races. Of

course Barney won the cup easily.

In February 1947 he severely in-
jured his right leg and his back at
Aspen. He says he has never skied the
same since. But the records belie his
words, for in the same year he won the
Harriman Cup Slalom against the
visiting Swiss team, and in 1948 was
chosen captain of the U. S. Olympic
team.

This list of titles could go on and
on, but Barney’s importance this year
is as a coach. And if he does as well
teaching as he has racing, the men’s
downhill and slalom teams for the
FIS should have nothing to fear. As
a man who really knows his business
Barney enjoys the confidence of the
whole team.

When asked about probable FIS
results, he replied that “The pros-
pects are excellent.”

We all know how easy it is to make
new friends on the ski slopes, and
Barney feels that with the right ap-
proach to the problem, the coming
FIS events will lead to the formation
of many friendships between sports-
men of different countries.

CourreTr or FRANCE

In 1938, when he was sixteen, James
Couttet won his first World Cham-
pionship. Since then, he has won most
of the major European races and has
become one of the most famous skiers
in the world. Among other titles, he
has been three times champion of
France in slalom, three tiines in down-
hill, and twice in the combined. He
found time to train at jumping, and
won the French national jumping title
seven different times.

For the last three years he has been
not only captain of the French team,
but trainer and coach, as well. He de-

serves much of the credit for the suc-
cess of the team during those years.

James Couttet was born on a farm
in the Chamonix valley. His father, a
popular mountain-guide, was one of
the first in that region to use skis, and
his sons grew up skiing in the winter
and mountain-climbing in the sum-
mer. The war, and the German occu-
pation, put a stop to ski-racing, but
not to mountameering. In fact, the
men of the resistance, of whom
Couttet was one, spent more time
than ever in the high mountains.

When things returned to normal,
after the war, James Couttet took the
prescribed examination and became a
full-fledged guide. In the same year —
1946 — he was married, and opened
his sports store in the town of Cha-
monix.

Physically, Couttet is a small man
— five feet, six inches in height and
about one hundred and fifty pounds in
weight. As might be expected, his
coordination and balance are excel-
lent, and he is much stronger than his
size would suggest.

This year, while remaining as cap-
tain, he resigned as trainer and coach
of the French team, in order to give
more time to getting into top condi-
tion, himself. Eleven years after his
first World Championship, he has his
eyes on another.

released only five times in the entire
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period. They certainly saved me from
getting a badly broken leg once, and
probably a twisted knee on two other
occasions.

Because of this experience, I am
convinced that any recreational skier,
from beginner to expert, who uses the
old style “bear traps™ to weld him
to his skis ought to have his head ex-
amined! Why take chances when good
and proven safety bindings are avail-
able? The Hvam Saf-Ski binding also
offers a distinct Improvement  in
“feel” and control of the skis in addi-
tion to its safety feature, because it
holds the toe down tight to the ski.

There are several such bindings on
the market and most of them have
merit. The only two I know much
about are the Hjalmar Hvam Saf-Ski
and the Anderson & Thompson Safety
Binding. Both work on somewhat the
same principle, and both are effective.
This report is necessarily limited to
these two makes.

HOW YOU GET HURT

The cause of 909, of the breaks and
sprains in ski accidents is the tre-
mendous twisting leverage applied
against the leg and ankle by the ski.
This twist occurs when the ski shovel

strikes a snag — or a sitzmark frozen
into the trail — or catches in heavy,
wet snow or under a crust — particu-
larly when the ski is in a slightly
stemmed position.

The ski stops, but the skier’s mo-
mentum carries him forward, so that
his ski is turned under him as he falls,
exerting a bone-breaking twist un-
less a device such as the safety binding
lets the boot out, or unless the ski
breaks. Something has got to give.
Most novices and intermediates
“check” a great deal in a snowplow
or stem position, constantly exposing
themselves to the danger of a caught
ski-shovel; they need safety bindings
more than anyone else.

There will be from five to twenty-
five injuries from sprains to broken -
bones every single busy weekend even
on a well-groomed and maintained
major area, with a toll of perhaps 150
people hurt badly enough to require a
toboggan. Of these injuries, fully 909,
happen to novice or intermediate
skiers. T am convinced that good
safety bindings would prevent the
vast majority of them, having been on
the spot to help haul a good many out.

well explained by the manufacturers”
| in their mounting directions. Note the

accompanying illustration of the Saf-
Ski. (The Anderson & Thompson
model is similar.) It is divided in four
parts:

Part 1. — Standard Cable As-
sembly with front throw and low hitch
brackets. There is no need to replace
your present cables. Simply throw
away those “hear trap” toe irons!

Part 2. — The Crossbar (Fig.
203). This is absolutely essential to
effect the most positive release. Effi-
ciency of the binding is reduced by a
third by omission of the crossbar. All
novice to intermediate skiers should
use it.

Part 3. — Base Plate and Pivot
(Fig. A-202). In the Hvam Saf-Ski
this part consists of a forked bracket
mounted on a pivot-post, which re-
places the toe-iron. The forked bracket
fits into a metal clip screwed onto toe
of the boot — much like a sole pro-
tector. The fork fits into two slots in
the front of boot clip, about one-
quarter-inch deep, and it will release
three ways: a horizontal twist to
either side; an upward pull at the
toe; or a twisting pull upward.

In the Anderson & Thompson
model, a roller with concave surface

The Anderson & Thompson roller

is easier to get into; the Hvam Saf-Sk:

OPERATION
When the ski starts to twist the

boot and leg in a spill, the cable heel- -
spring will stretch slightly and heel of
boot will be forced to one side of the
ski. This movement applies pressure
to the lip on the crossbar (part 2). It
serves as the fulcrum point to exert
the leverage necessary to rotate the
front pivot (Part 3) and release the
boot before leg injury is possible.
Voila! Your binding has earned its
keep, and you will ski with renewed
confidence that you won’t get hurt.

Part 4 — The Arlberg Strap is

necessary to keep the ski from run-
ning away after release. It also pro-
vides added ankle support; it is at-
tached to the cables and wrapped
around ankle as illustrated. Only ex-
perts should substitute the Swiss
racing wrap.

PROPER ADJUSTMENT
A. The Cable must be tight.

Novices and beginners. The rear
hook of the low hitch bracket should
be located only slightly behind cross-
bar for maximum safety leverage. The
further forward these brackets are in
relation to the crossbar, the more
readily will the binding release in a
twist. ~

Racers and expert skiers. Where ex-
treme down-pull is desired, with some
sacrifice of safety, a Swiss racing wrap
or “short thong” attaching to the ski
itself 1s used without the crossbar.
This reduces chance of release in a
spill by about a third. Advantage of
front swivel and firm pressure on toe
of boot is retained. Result is excellent
control and fair insurance against a
“spiral” fracture.

These bindings are not foolproof.
You must understand them and keep
them properly adjusted. Principal
fault is that they won’t stay on
with down-pull released, and they are
not good for extended climbing or
touring. And it takes a little longer to
put on your skis than with a conven-
tional binding.

Safety bindings are still new. Very
few ski shops understand them or
realize how much they can mean to
skiers and to the sport. Some will tell
vou the bindings are “no good,” par-

them. Few expert skiers or instructors
have bothered to look into them; af-
ter all, they don’t need them as much
as most of us do! Some are prejudiced
against them without trial because
they fear premature release, which
will not happen if cables are tight.

Don’t take “no good™ for an answer.
Safety bindings work and work well.
They are the most important develop-
menl in ski equipmeni since the in-
troduction of the cable. They may
save you six weeks in a cast, or several
months in a hospital, and a great deal
of pain, trouble and expense. No one
will claim they are 1009} effective.
But they will save three out of four
sprains or breaks resulting from a
twisting ski, and three-to-one are
mighty good odds!

Visiting J umpers
To Tour Country

Many of the world’s best jumpers
will be displaying their skill all over
the country this winter. Of course,
the main jumping event of the season
is the FIS meet at Lake Placid early
in February, when the world cham-
pionship is decided.

However, both before and after this
event the high-fliers will tour the
country.

A stop for many will be the 63rd
annual Ishpeming (Michigan) Ski
Club tournament on Suicide hill,
Feb. 1950. Norwegian, Finnish and
Swedish ski jumpers have been in-
vited to participate, the invitations
having been sent in the languages of
the three countries.

Ishpeming officials hope that Matti
Pietikainen, Finland’s leading jumper
who competed there last February,
will compete with many other Sean-
dinavian aces.

Salishbury, Conn., will also see many
of the world’s best soarers. Although
designed for jumps of sixty meters,
there is every indication this mark
will be bettered on January 8 when a
top-ranking international field will be
on hand to limber up for the FIS
world championships at Lake Placid.

The new Salisbury jump is the big-
gest hill in the vicinity of the large
metropolitan centers and represents
the progress of over twenty years of
ski jumping at Salisbury.

Last year at Salisbury Art Devlin
was hard-pressed to beat the smooth
style of Brattleboro’s Mezzie Barber
and two visiting Swedish Olympie
jumpers.

In winning the 1949 Connecticut
State Championship Devlin cracked
the fifteen-year-old hill record set by
Reider Anderson, but it is a foregone
conclusion that the old mark will be
shattered on January 8.

Snow Bunny Town, Cal,

BY DAN WOODWARD

In winter, tiny Big Bear Lake, high
Bernardino mountains,
comes alive with Los Angeleans,
streaming up over State Route 18.
More carloads arrive by the only
other route of entry, the steep grade
rising from the Mojave Desert and
U. S. Route 66, to the north.

The factor that most distinguishes
Big Bear Lake from any other ski
center is that almost everyone there is
a beginner. There are no slopes long
enough and tough enough to excite
the advanced or expert skier. Besides,
skiing as a popular pastime is still
brand-new in Southern California, and
there just are not very many experi-
enced skiers. But in Big Bear Lake
the air is full of skiing language, the
people are dressed in colorful ski cos-
tumes, and, above all, there is no
measuring the crowd’s enthusiasm.

Everyone uses the tows; the slopes
which do not have tows are un-
touched. The majority of the people
must eram their skiing into a few short
week-end hours, and do not feel that
they can waste time climbing. Los
Angeles i1s more than one hundred
miles away, and the mountain grade
ices up and is dangerous from late
afternoon on, which recommends an
early mass-withdrawal on Sunday
afternoons.

The temperature during the day is
usually above freezing. Powder snow
does fall frequently at night, but it
never lasts beyond mid-morning of
the following day.

The prevailing slope condition is

granular. This makes for fast skiing,
which is unfortunate, since almost
nobody wants to go fast. The warmth,
and a certain amount of Hollywood
propaganda, tempt a number of peo-,
ple to ski in scanty costumes. The
first fall in granular snow invariably
puts an end to such practices, and
more suitable clothing goes on over
scraped and raw limbs.

There is a comfortable, small hotel,
but most of the crowd make camp in
the countless overnight cabins. Ski
shops are amply stocked, and do an
enormous business. So do the filling-
stations, for many Southern Cali-
fornians are not familiar with anti-
freeze, and find out about it the morn-
mg after a cold night.

Most of the crowd are quite at
home in Big Bear Lake, but those who
feel that they are ready to graduate to
something bigger look longingly at the
higher peaks, which have beautiful,
open slopes, but, unfortunately, no
tows. One such mountain is San
Gorgonio, which rises to 11,485 feet,
immediately south of Big Bear. Skiers
would like to equip it with lodges and
lifts, but conservationists are deter-
mined to keep it in its primitive state.

Big Bear Lake is the most signifi-
cant milestone in the development of
skiing in Southern California. Its en-
thusiastic horde will move on gradu-
ally to claim the bigger and better
slopes, but thousands of newcomers
each year will make their first sitz-
marks on the ramparts of the snow
bunny town.

This keeps the snow out of
the boot-top and prevents the bottom
of the pants from hurting the ankle-
bone.

Most Swiss skiers, on the other
hand, use the more conventional
cable-type binding, plus a strap or
two passed around the foot for good
measure.

they form a basic social unit for ski-
ing. You get to know everybody riding
around with them in the buses, sing-
ing and having fun; you race for your
club; you can even take lessons in
French Technique from the trained
amateur instructor which your club
has in its ranks.

In Grenoble alone there are at least
twenty of these ski clubs, and their
membership comes from every walk of
life. The Club Merger, for example,
is the ski club for a large industrial
plant, whereas the Grenoble Univer-
sity Club draws mostly from stu-
dents.

Inter-club Races

A large portion of this membership
gets a crack at racing in club races.
Almost every weekend one club or
another sponsors a meet drawing six
